Director of Operations Update  

The Town of Trochu is committed to ser-
vicing  the new Trochu Seniors Housing 
complex.  Water, sanitary sewer, and 
storm sewer mainlines will be installed 
to the edge of Trochu Housing Corpora-
tion lot.  A street (Doctors Way) and 
sidewalk will be built to connect with 
the town.  As well as digging a storm 
pond to handle extra run-off when 
storms occur.  
 

With the approval of the amendment to 
the North West Area Structure Plan, the 
Town is also servicing 26 new residential 
lots for future expansion. Ground work 
has begun and is scheduled to be com-
pleted late summer 2026.
